Did You Know?
The Student Attendance and Engagement Policy emphasizes that regular, punctual attendance supports academic success and prepares students for the future. It is a shared responsibility between students, families, and schools.
What Should You Know?
· Attendance Monitoring: Schools track attendance and lateness. Absences must be communicated according to the school’s procedure.
· Absenteeism Intervention: If absenteeism reaches 10% of class time, the school will reach out to families for support. More targeted interventions may follow if absenteeism exceeds 15%.
· High School Credit Requirement: For Grades 10–12, students must attend at least 80% of class time to earn credits.
What Can You Do?
· Encourage consistent, punctual attendance.
· Stay in communication with the school when your child is absent.
· Work with school staff if supports or accommodations are needed.
· Be aware of attendance thresholds (10%, 15%) and the potential consequences (interventions, loss of credit in high school).
